Activity Days are part of the complete educational package of experiences offered 
to students at Fakenham Academy. Throughout the 3 days, all normal lessons for 
Year 7, 8 & 9 students are suspended and an alternative programme of activities is 
provided.  
 
This period concentrates on giving students the opportunity to take part in some-
thing new by sharing their interests, talents and enthusiasm with their peers. It al-
so serves to develop stronger relationships between staff & students.

If this applies to 
you, then please note that for all paid activities you are still required to make the 
deposit payment in full in order to secure a place. The discount applied will be a 
maximum of £25 of the cost of the activity. This will be allocated after the booking 
has been made.

HOW TO APPLY/PAY FOR YOUR ACTIVITY 

 
Once you and have decided which activities you would like, please complete the Ac-
tivity Days Preference Form where you will need to select three preferences of activ-
ity. This form needs to be completed by Friday 30th January. Failure to do so could 
result in your child being allocated a place on an activity.   
 
Your child will receive one of their chosen preferences. They will receive an applica-
tion form letter with their activity, trip forms to be completed and details of payment 
information. This letter will be given to students on Friday 6th February. As some 
trips require minimum numbers please be aware some trips might be cancelled so 
your child will receive one of their preference.

Activity Days Preference Form 2026 – Fill out form  
 
Once your child receives their application form to confirm their chosen activity, we 
will accept deposit payments from Friday 27th February until Friday 6th March. 
We will accept full payments during this time. Your child’s application form will 
need to be completed, along with the trip forms and returned to the red box at student 
reception regardless of the activity chosen.  

Should we not receive the deposit in this time we will not be able to secure your 
child’s place on the activity. Deposits will not be refunded unless the trip is can-
celled. 

Payments must be made online (School Gateway).  We will NOT be accepting cash 
or cheque payments. If we do not receive a deposit your child’s place on the activity 
will not be secured.  Further payments can be made at any time until the final pay-
ment deadline of Friday 22nd May. Should full payment not be received your child’s 
place will not be secured. Please be aware where trips have a minimum number the 
price may increase if the spaces are not fulfilled.   

Please be aware that your child’s friends might not meet the deadline and therefore 
they may not be on the trip with them.  

 

The Activity Days Preference form must be completed by Friday 30th January 
Otherwise your child will be assigned an activity. 

 
Your child must return their Activity Days application form and trip forms to 
the red post box at student reception by Friday 6th March– regardless of their 

chosen activity.
